Iltems which are brought into a region
from a different location

Those who were fighting to remain under
English rule during the Revolutionary War
The religion practiced by the people who
settled Salem

The settlers in early America came from

many backgrounds
A typical colonial food, similar to a
pancake

The central Moravian town in North
Carolina

Beliefs and ways of living that are handed
down from one generation to the next
Tool which helped the potter create some
of his finished products

A traditional German food made from
pork, often in links

Place or business which suffered during
the Revolutionary War

Bowl that goes along with 'pestle’

A group of people who settle in a new land
